Art galleries like the Native American Trading Post and
Artists on Santa Fe tempt visitors to take a little piece of
culture home.

Visitors interested in African-
American culture will find many
opportunities to explore it in
Denver. The annual Martin
Luther King, Jr. Marade (march
and parade combined), brings
locals and visitors together to
remember and honor a great
national hero. Every spring and
summer the historic Five Points
neighborhood hosts the Five
Points Jazz Festival and the
Black Arts Festival. In June, the :
annual Juneteenth festival is a party of music, food and
dance in celebration of the day Texas slaves realized their free-
dom, with more than 100,000 people attending.
