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One of the longest rail trails in the USA, the 150 mile Great 

Allegheny Passage is a destination for hikers and cyclists. It 

stretches south/southeast from Point State Park in Pittsburgh to 

Cumberland, MD. There, the Great Allegheny Passage connects 

with the C&O Canal towpath, extending all the way to Washington, 

D.C., for a total length of 334 miles.The trail gently climbs through the Laurel Highlands, using historic 

tunnels, viaducts, and bridges that the railroads built to even out 

the rugged landscape. Enjoy a smooth, nearly level rail trail that 

meanders through forests, dramatic rock cuts and gorges, and 

picturesque valleys along the scenic Youghiogheny and Casselman 

rivers. The GAP is one of the most acclaimed and highly visited 

long distance trails in America. For help on planning your day trip or 

ride of your life, visit www.atatrail.org. The official guide, TrailBook, 

is excellent for planning and learning about the trail.

TRAIL TOWNS ALONG THE WAY: 
All along the Great Allegheny Passage, the trail towns serve as starting and 

stopping points…as well as destinations themselves. GAP cyclists and hikers 

will find overnight accommodations and a variety of places to eat. Many offer 

bike rental and repair shops as well.

Pedal the GAP and stop in Ohiopyle to paddle the Youghiogheny River.
The Big Savage Tunnel is a cool historic point on the trail. Completed in 1912, it served the Western Maryland Railway until its closure in 1975.

Take in the views. The GAP offers some spectacular sights from former railroad bridges and viaducts!

The C&O Canal Towpath stretches 184 miles between Cumberland, MD, and Washington, D.C., following  the Potomac River.

Visit a Trail Town and stay the night! Campgrounds, hostels, and B&Bs along the trail  offer a place for bikers  and hikers to rest.
